What is significant about polar exploration? 
How can we lead a healthy life? 

Being a musician 
Term 6 – In the unit, Grandma rap, the children will learn beat and rhythm work, creating their own 4-beat patterns to perform the rap to. The unit – Trains, is inspired by travel.  The children will listen to four pieces of music, discovering how the composer uses volume, speed and rhythm to create their own transport-inspired pieces.

Being a mathematician
In term 6 we will be focusing on Space, Measure and Statistics.  The children with use a range of equipment to measure length, height, mass, capacity and temperature, looking at different units of measure.  We will compare, order and use the four operations to problem solve.  They will use positional and directional language to describe movement and turns. The statistics unit will focus on looking at tables, charts and diagrams – interpreting, entering and using information to answer questions. 

What is significant about polar exploration?
In this enquiry the children will be geographers, using maps, and atlases to name and locating the four countries and capital cities of the UK and locate cold areas of the world including the North and South poles. They will recap the seven continents and five oceans and; human and physical features.  They will be engineers, developing their ideas through discussion and design.  They will use relevant materials and tools to further develop their cutting, joining and shaping skills and evaluate throughout, making small changes to improve the strength and stability of their creation. They will be historians, asking and answering questions, discussing events from the past using key vocabulary and knowing where people and events studied fit within a chronological timeline. 
How can we lead a healthy life?
In this enquiry the children will be engineers, focusing on cookery.  They will learn about where food comes from and use the basic principles of a healthy and varied diet to prepare dishes.  They will use a range of tools to exercise their cutting, grating and peeling skills. They will learn about the work of an artist, where food has been the inspiration for their work. We will further develop our techniques using colour, texture, line, shape, form and space through exploring the question – What is still life painting? Being a scientist, the children will recap what animals need to survive, thinking about how they obtain their food with a focus on naming different sources of food and understanding simple food chains. We will also think about how we look after our bodies, understanding the importance of exercising, a balanced diet and hygiene. 

Being a reader
We will continue to listen to and reading a range of enriching text daily, including fiction, non-fiction and poetry with a continued focus on fluency and inference.  Children with engage in high-quality discussions supporting their understanding of the text and growing their love of reading. 

Being a philosopher
PSHE (continued) ‘Changing me’.  They will discuss their experiences of change from the past and think about future changes, ready for their transition to a new school.
RE (continued) – How should we care for others and the world and why does it matter?  Discussions around the importance of looking after our planet and others, and what Christians and Muslims believe through stories.

Being an athlete
[bookmark: _GoBack]During our Monday PE session this term, the children will develop and apply their ball chasing and floor work balance through focused skill development sessions, cooperative and competitive games.
During Thursday’s coaching session, we will continue practising our skills ready for sports day.
Being an author
In Term 6, our fiction text is based on the story – Leon and the Place Between. We will focus on the application of adverbs, expanded noun phrases, contraction and suffixes in our writing. We will be working on our transcription skills through using joins in handwriting. In week 3, we will innovate the story by changing the setting and applying our learned grammar skills.   
Non-fiction writing unit – Explanations.  We will be reading George’s Marvellous Medicine, discussing the effects the medicine and collecting ideas to write our own explanation.
